HOSPITAL ACQUIRED INFECTIONS 
The article reviewed in this case is concerned with infections that can be spread in a medical institution. These infections are obtained during procedures such as surgeries because of using medical equipment. Reduction or the entire prevention of the infections is essential for both the medical institution and the patients.
